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El principal objetivo del Estado fiscal-militar anterior al siglo XIX fue el de recaudar
dinero para sostener las necesidades militares; en época de guerra, pero también en
tiempo de paz, los gastos militar y naval siempre ocupaban la parte mds importante
del presupuesto nacional. El gasto militar no obstante es un concepto que va més
alléd de la suma final de dinero abonado por cada Estado en la prosecucién de la
guerra.

Los Estados més eficientes desde el punto de vista administrativo podian sostener,
en primer lugar, niveles mds elevados de gasto, lo que se convierte en un efecto
llamada para la introduccién de mejoras institucionales. Aunque sélo el Estado es
capaz de movilizar las reservas necesarias para cubrir la demanda de Ejército y Marina
en el suministro de hombres, equipo y materiales, |a interconexién entre el aumento
del gasto y la innovacién financiera tuvo, en segundo lugar, importantes repercusiones
sobre los diferentes grupos econdmicos y sociales en todos los pafses europeos tanto
a nivel de hombres de negocios individuales como de grupos de interés. La posibilidad
de encauzar dichas oportunidades hacia un avance econémico, movilidad social o
progreso politico difiere, en tercer lugar, de pals a pais pues la naturaleza esencial
del gasto incitaba a los Estados a desarrollar diferentes modelos de ordenacién. Asf,
el Estado fiscal-militar se encontré siempre frente al dilema de producir o comprar,
promover |a produccién estatal o confiar en el mercado; la capacidad de ministros
y administradores para conocer la demanda militar se encuentra asimismo relacionada
con el nivel de gestién de la informacién; todos los Estados, por ltimo, se vefan en
la necesidad de adoptar medidas de control para regular la calidad y |a eficiencia de
la produccién y los servicios contratados.

The main financial aim of pre-nineteenth-century fiscal state was to raise money to
pay for military spending. In times of war, but also in the peacetime, military and
naval expenditure always accounted for the largest share of the national budget.
Military expenditure, therefore, represents much more than simply the final sum of
money spent by each state in the pursuit of war.

Firstly, the states with more efficient administrative arrangements were able to generate
higher levels of military expenditure and the knock-on effects were seen in institutional
improvements. Secondly, only the state could mobilise the funds necessary to meet
the demand of the Army and Navy for supplies of men, equipment and materials but
the interconnected growth of spending and innovation had significant repercussions
for economic and social groups in each European country like individual businessmen
or interest groups. Thirdly, the possibility of harnessing these opportunities for
economic advance, social mobility or political progress differed from country to
country because the vital nature of this expenditure prompted states to develop supply
systems in different ways. So, the fiscal-military state was always faced with the crucial
dilemma of producing or buying, promoting state production or trusting in the market;
the difficulties facing ministers and administrators were further exacerbated by the
different ability of each state to meet military demand; every state, finally, had to
establish control measures over its expenditure and had to regulate the quality and
efficiency of production and contracted services.
